The president of the Generalitat, Ximo Puig, was in charge of delivering these awards, 

which were also received by Murprotec, in the category of Commitment and Defense of 

the Architectural Heritage; the Award for Commitment to the Environment went to 

Logifruit. For its part, the International College of Levante won the award for Best 

International Education System in the Valencian Community, while Refracta won the 

award for International Expansion. The Confucius Institute of the University of Valencia 

won the award for Cultural Publication and Castillo Castrillón Abogados received the 

award for the firm with the greatest progress in the Valencian Community. 

Dibimed was distinguished with the R+D+i Award in assisted reproduction, and Procare 

Health Iberia with the award of Commitment to Innovation in Medical Solutions for 

Women. Titan Aerial Firefighting won the award for Best Work in Forest Fire Extinction,
